It is essential for Circle Inspectors and Thana Officers to arrange for periodical and surprise
inspections of all arms, explosives shop including fire-work shops, in their jurisdictions. As
a list of shops is usually kept at the police-station, it does not require much effort  for

a secret watch for any misuse of explosives and promptly report on leakages thereof. Any
negligence on this account will be very sternly dealt with in future.
