The ceremonial parade will commence at 07-40 hanre so that all necessary movements,
names of the prior to ths r22.inz out of the names of the martyrs would be completed in
time and the remembranse of the =a 27 of martyss would be observed at 08-00 hours everywere
in the country.

The Head of the Unit will a%s the salute except that at Rourkela, Sambalpur, Ganjam
wheie the Range g, aw ioweos respzoiive 2. L-Gs will take the salute. The parade will
be commanded by a selectad #0723 Ofcer preferably of gazetted rank and suitable selected
officers will act as an adjaiaz: anid special Otlicer, respectively.

The Martyr’s Statue ( prot2:v92,if a prover statue is not already installed in the Police
line) will be kept installed on a decorated Rostrum on the one flank of the parade ground.
The Statue will be guarded by an: S.-L, cne A. S. L, one Havildar and one Constable to be
positioned at the four corners. The order of the parade will be as follows:—

(1) On arrival of the Taspecting Officer at the saluting base the parade will give
appiupiiais saluie.

(2) Report by the Parade Commander

(3) The Inspecting Officar incnects tha parade

(4) The parade will march past in clasa column of plattoons, advance in review order
present compliments, unfix bayonects and remain at stand-at-case position.

(5) The Martyr’s register (tc be prepared by those districts/establishments not yet prepared

from the date of introduction) will be carried to the saluting base by a selected
Police Offeer Belng iilied Ly two suiable Police Officers at the “siow March”

and will be handed ovar To the Inspecting Officer. The Band may play “VATAN-KI-
NAU-JAWAN SAHID HO” or such other selected tune befitting the occasion.

(7) The Inspecting Officer accompanied by senior Police Officers will proceed to the
Martyrs starge_(proto}:ps) for laying wreath. The wreath/wreaths  will be carried

(8) Meanwhile the paradc will come to slope arms position.

(9) The Inspecting Officer and the other Police Officers will lay the wreaths and face
inwards.

(10) Immediately after the wreaths are laid the parade will present compliments to the
Martyrs to the Command parade will salute the Sahids in English or Hindi “Present
Arms” (General <alits) covarea aems and rest an armg reversed to the playing of the
Last post’.

(11) The parade will present arms with the sounding of “Reveille” and thereafter come
to stand-at-ease position. Dumiing this time the flag will be hoisted full mast. Officers
in uniform will salute with “Reveille”.

(12) The Tnspecting Officer returns to the saluting base.

(13) The Inspecting Officer explaius briefly the significance of the occasion.
(14) The parade comes to “attention’ Position.

(15) The Inspecting Officer leaves the parade ground.

(16) The parade moves to theleft in column of threes and macthes off the parade ground
paying compliments to the tune and singing of “RAMDHUN” while passing by
the statue.
